Program Description:  High School students and adult mentors are invited to apply for participation in the Tuna Diplomacy Youth Leadership Program, scheduled for June 8-29, 2019.  The Tuna Diplomacy Youth Leadership Program will be a fully funded 22-day epic adventure to the state of Oregon, U.S.A.  Federated States of Micronesia identifies itself as a large Ocean Country, with a small land mass but with a large ocean resource.  There’s a good chance that the last can of tuna you ate might have been fished in our waters.  Fish resources are a major source of food and economic revenue- but they won’t last if there are no fish left?  What would you do to help ensure the fish don’t disappear?
