Program Description:  Students are invited to apply for participation in the Tuna Diplomacy Youth Leadership Program, to start June 8-29, 2019. The Tuna Diplomacy Youth Leadership Program will be a fully funded 22-day epic adventure to the state of Oregon, U.S.A.  The Federated States of Micronesia identifies itself as a large Ocean Country, with not much land mass but with a large ocean resource. Will be at least 16 years old and not more than 18 years old during the program  
Have good English skills, sufficient for understanding academic discussion and everyday social interactions
Must be Junior or Senior in High School starting August 2019 to be eligible. 
Must be FSM citizen to be eligible. 
Must have permission from both parents to participate in the entire program.
Must have permission from High School to participate in the entire program.
